Delegates to Agricon can always count on having a good time and leaving with new insights into
their industry and the challenges it faces. With its usual mix of business sessions and social
activities, AGRICON 2007 didn't let them down and delegates had plenty to discuss with each
other during the course of the weekend.

As you would expect at an agricultural conference many of the issues covered by the speakers
were those that affect members involved in both agriculture and transport.

The then Conservative Shadow Transport Minister Mr Owen Paterson gave an insight into the
Conservative’'s approach to various issues, with severe criticism being directed at the Labour
Party’s policy s’ on rural affairs. Mr Paterson was critical of the way in which Labour had failed to
control the spread of tuberculosis among cattle, due to their inability to monitor and control the
badger population, which had resulted in a 40% TB infection rate in the South West of England.

Mr Paul Temple Vice-President of the National Farmers Union called for more to be done to raise
awareness about agriculture and road transport industries. He believes that the majority of the
population see trucks as roadblocks and an annoyance; the same can be said for farming. He
also stated that added to the lack of understanding by the population, lack of support from
Government is damaging further an already battered industry.

Other areas covered at the conference included an update from Mark Ryland of Moody
International on recently introduced standards applying to the storage and transport of all food
products. A haulier carrying any type of food product was liable for the care of that product and if
it could be proved that the product had come to harm while in the haulier’'s care, the haulier
would be held to account.

Keith Dobson (Oxloc) and Mervyn Blank (Satcom) explained to delegates how the efficient use of
vehicle telematics would drive down costs and improve a transport businesses profitability. The
use of such technology was to be introduced into the tagging of livestock, that could be read as
stock was loaded and unloaded, giving complete accountability.

Along with informative and purposeful discussion the various social activities culminating in the
Gala Dinner on Saturday made for yet another successful event.
